Boot Selection:

3. The image appears blurred
a. Is the correct resolution set?

The display may be set to a different size. Press the "Size" button or
"Aspect" on the remote control repeatedly until "Standard" is displayed in green at the top right.
4. A device that was connected via USB does not work properly

c. Check the USB-C cable connection, the cable may be too long and therefore the signal quality too poor. Check this by using a shorter cable, e.g. 1.5 - 2 meters
